Earlier this year, the Ventura County agricultural
community as well as greater California was dramatically
affected by a record freeze that destroyed much of the region’s
produce. While this alone was financially devastating to
the region, thousands of area farm workers were without
jobs or any means of support. It was at this time that
volunteers from ACTION Foundation, joined together
with a number of local churches and social service agencies

including Food Share, Lutheran Social Services and United
Way to assist thousands of individuals whose lives were
profoundly affected by this emergency situation.

In six weeks time, food, clothing, and daily necessities
were gathered, assembled into emergency boxes, and
distributed by volunteers. In all, more than 150,000
pounds of food, as well as diapers and baby formula
were donated and distributed to over 5,000 farm workers
and their families. Another
$12,000 was received in
financial support. In the
spirit of love and goodwill,
toys were also donated to
the children. Some volunteers
also participated in an
“Adopt a Family” program,
where they committed to help
a specific family through the
crisis for a 60-day time period. |
Still other individuals helped
by transporting the donated
goods to distribution sites.

This winter for the fourth straight
year, area churches and social service
organizations will join together to
create the “Community Christmas
Shoppes”—a place where families in
need can personally shop for their
children, choosing from brand new
toys & clothing items priced from
$1-$5. Last year, more than 10,000
items were donated, and more than
800 families took part in the pro-
gram. This year — with your help —
we can do even better!!
